The Lexington Control Unit is the first U.S. prison built specrfucally for women pohtlcal
"prisoniers. Imprisoned there are Alejandrina Torres, a Puerto Rican pnsoner of war,
and -anti-imperialist prisoners Susan Rosenberg and Silvia Baraldini, an- Italian

- national. Every detail of their lives is under constant audio and visual surveillance.

~.dayin a basement and visits limited to immediate family are all part of a U S

: ygovernment plan to destroy these women. . s

On Saturday, October 24, the wardens of Marion and Lexington prisons, Attornay
General Edwin Messe, and the Federal Bursau of Investigation will be on trial for

crimes committed against humanity.
Witnesses with expernt testimony, judges to weigh the svidenecs, and yew--
participating in the questioning--will all help the tribunal to reach a verdict.
This experience will help bring togsether many people committed to closing the
